
day before an assignment is due to 

look at the assignment.  Furthermore, 

don’t wait until you fail an exam to 

reach out for help.  Be Aware. Keep 

multiple reminders of exam dates, 

assignments 

and reviews.  Be 

aware of any 

tutorials or re-

views your 

teacher is 

providing.  This 

will help you 

stay organized 

and help avoid 

the stress that 

comes from confusion or being un-

prepared. Be Yourself. By the time 

you enter law school you should have 

a pretty good sense of self.  Don’t 

lose your sense of self just because 

you have entered the law school 

realm.  If you learn best by listening, 

find recorded supplements.   If you 

need to write things out, draft an out-

line (however if your outline is 60 

pages… its way too long.) Good luck !

Be Reasonable.  You must be reasona-

ble about the demands you place on 

yourself.  It is impossible to work all of 

the time. (Although most of your class-

mates would like you to believe that 

they work 

24/7).  

Create a 

schedule 

that in-

cludes 

time for 

resting 

and pro-

ductive de-

stressing 

activities.  Be Strategic.  Take practice 

exams before your actual exam. Utilize 

all of your resources, there are a ton of 

free study aids located in the library 

available for 2-hour checkout. Simply 

ask a librarian for a supplement or 

sample question book on the topic you 

are studying. Be Attentive.  Pay atten-

tion in class.  Listening will usually help 

you avoid any confusion regarding the 

subject matter.  Ask for help before it’s 

too late.  Please don’t wait until the

 Do you have a lap-

top? Ipad?  Tablet?  Do you 

read email, access Lexis, or 

maybe study .pdf files?  Do 

you pay bills or keep your 

calendar?  Has your device 

ever crashed or stopped 

working, leaving you sud-

denly adrift and frantic with 

the loss of functionality?  

Now imagine that instead of 

your device not functioning, 

it gets stolen.  Did you have 

any stored passwords?  To 

Lexis?  To your bank ac-

count?  What about pictures 

you really don’t want to 

share?  Or maybe private 

emails?  Can someone send 

emails as you?  If a crashed 

device creates a crisis, a 

stolen one presents a catas-

trophe. 

 

 Electronic devices 

make prime targets for 

thieves -- easily taken and 

comparatively valuable.  

Thieves also know that col-

lege campuses contain fer-

tile hunting grounds combin-

ing concentration of devices 

with comparatively distract-

ed and often careless own-

ers.  A student studying in 

the library needs to dash to 

the bathroom and does not 

want to pack up all the ac-

coutrement of studying.  On-

ly gone for a couple of 

minutes, when the student re-

turns, her laptop is gone. 

 

 Software makers have 

products specifically designed 

to help recover stolen devices, 

or, in dire cases, to remotely 

remove all the data from them.  

These programs imbed them-

selves deep in the device and 

periodically check in with a da-

tabase.  If the device discovers 

itself listed as stolen, it can do 

a number of things depending 

on the program including 

providing law enforcement 

with its current location, taking 

a photo of the person using it, 

or locking itself down. Of 

course, the software manufac-

turer, like any alarm company, 

charges a monthly fee for this 

service, but what is the cost of 

an unprotected stolen laptop?
