Students are encouraged to 

meet with a reference  librarian before  

 



Database Availability  

Lexis Digital Library (LDL) 

Students, did you know that you can access databases remotely? To 

access the databases, you must be a current student, faculty or staff 

member and possess a TMSL library patron card/barcode number.  

Here is the procedure to access the databases remotely: 

Click on the Remote Access link at the end of the database link in-

formation. You will be redirected to the Web Access Management 

Login page where you will be required to enter your login infor-

mation, which consists of your name and barcode. 

Enter your last name and barcode number that is located on the 

back of your student ID card or was emailed to you, then click sub-

mit. *If you do not know your patron barcode number then you can 

contact the Library to receive it. 

LDL provides access to a variety of resources, including legal 

eBooks, national treaties, practice materials, and more.  For stu-

dents, LDL is an excellent resource for study aids such as the 

Questions & Answers, Mastering, Skills & Value, and Understand-

ing Series.  LDL supports mobile devices so that you can access 

its products anytime, anywhere.  

The Digital Library offers access to more than 3,800 LexisNexis 

titles, books from other legal publishers, as well as titles from the 

OverDrive Marketplace™, including audiobooks, digital eBooks 

and videos.  The Digital Library is used by attorneys, law stu-

dents, law librarians, judges, library patrons and other legal re-

searchers at federal and state court libraries, large law firms, law 

schools, federal and state agencies, and public law libraries. 

LDL offers the industry’s most comprehensive collection of legal 

resources and supporting materials in digital format, including 

the largest number of legal-topic ebooks anywhere.
